a) There are no explicit requirenents to keep the information
confidential - in fact the nedia regularly publishes much of the
information and | don't believe they have any special priviledges.

b) Much of the information kept by governnent (including municipal -
which is really provincila - have tine limts as to how |long the records
must be retained - but - and here is the point - they don't necessarily
have limts to being copied - unless it EXPLICITLY does not allow that.
In Canada the default is that all public records are available to the
public.

In conclusion - since there appears to be no statenent explicitly saying
these records may not be copied (in fact | believe there is a section
which requires that all nenbers of council be given a copy) they can be
- and copi es should be nade freely available to the public.

The Comunity Charter did bring about some changes - which may not be
fully understood by all.

Section 194 (3) says that fees may not be inmposed for itens in
relation to Parts 3 or 4 of the Local CGovernment Act, the portions of
the LGA dealing with el ections.

Woul d you pl ease take a | ook at these sections specifically? As |
have done in the past, | could cone in and try to make notes fromthe
records. A concern when doing that is the possibility of
transcription errors, so copies would always be preferable.
